Students will be' considered suitably qualified if they have met the
following conditions:

a. Complete the first 3 years' study of the above APD programme with
no re-assessments or deferrals

b. Achieve a minimum of 2.5/4 in CGPA or 70% in overall average
grade

3. Normally, where the student's first language is not English, evidence of
one of the following is required:

a. IELTSBand 6.0 (with 5.5 minimum in all components) or above
b. an equivalent qualification

If the student's English language attainment is lower than the required
standard, s/he must attend specified English Language programmes at
Middlesex prior to commencement of their programme.

4. Applicants for programmes at Middlesex will be required to comply with
any University procedures currently in force.

5. Middlesex reserves the right to decide not to run any programme(s)
during the academic year notwithstanding that they were included in any
prospectuses supplied to APD. As much notice as possible willbe given
to APD of any such decision.

6. Applicants from APD will be eligible to apply for a Middlesex
'Scholarship'. The scholarship will be offered as a discount against
tuition fees.

7. In the event of the programme structure changes from APD, APD will
provide Middlesex with copies of its programme documents/syllabuses
for reviewing.
